EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
Agribusiness and agriculture are crucial sectors for economic development and job creation in the Mitrovica Region. Globally, agriculture and agribusiness value chains develop rapidly. International markets liberalize, customer behavior changes and new markets such as bioenergy and biofuels emerge. Regionally, CEFTA (Central European Free Trade Agreement) has diminished the market barriers and opened the doors for more severe competition.
Mitrovica Innovations 2014 – Agribusiness Opportunities Unlimited? discussed potentials and challenges of the agribusiness sector for the Mitrovica Region. It brought together stakeholders and partners from diverse areas including the private and public sectors, academia and education, international donors as well as financing institutions. It provided a platform for innovative thinking and for generating a strong impulse for local and regional networking and for future-oriented policy-making.
With the aim to understand the challenges and problems that farmers and business people are facing in the Mitrovica region, the International Business College Mitrovica organized a conference entitled Mitrovica Innovations 2014 – Agribusiness Opportunities Unlimited?

The conference Mitrovica Innovations 2014 – Agribusiness Opportunities Unlimited? discussed the potentials and challenges in the agribusiness sector in the Mitrovica region.

The conference brought together more than 50 participants and partners from various fields, including people from the private and public sector. We had the honor to welcome the Vice President of the Mitrovica Municipality Council, as well as to welcome the participants from the academic community, including University of Mitrovica. International donors and financial institutions were also present. The conference was attended by representatives of international institutions such as Mr. Jim Thaler, Managing Director, Talier Trading Group, Inc., USA, Mr. Sten-Rune Lundin, Senior Advisor / Deputy Head of the Department of Rural Development / Trade and Industry, the Board of Dalarna, Sweden and Nenad Mikulic, procurator, Eko Invest in Croatia.
 

The event covered the following topics:

• Agribusiness value chain and potential analysis;

• Financing and investment for agribusiness development;

• Development and trade policies;

• Local economic development policies for agribusiness and agriculture development;

• Quality and food safety standards;

• Industry specifics from small-scale farming to logistics;

• Bioenergy.
The main outcomes of the event are recommendations for the decision makers:

Recommendations for the donors:

· Create programs that support agribusiness and agricultural development in Kosovo with a goal to create more jobs and help businesses align their processes and production to meet international standards. 
· Work closely with the private and public sector in setting-up the grant schemes

· Donor strategies must be aligned to the national strategies

The conference consisted of two parts. The first part was comprised of two moderated panel sessions, including panel discussion of around 60 min followed by a questions and answers session of around 30min. The second part of the conference consisted of three parallel round tables with opportunity for an open discussion by all of the present stakeholders.
PANEL SESSION 1: Mitrovica Region and Beyond: CEFTA and International Agribusiness Potentials and Challenges

Objectives:

· Understanding the consequences of the market liberalization for the Mitrovica region agribusiness sector (CEFTA, EU)

· Determining the requirements of the global markets

· Discussing innovative ways of gaining competitive advantage in the global market

· Anticipating future challenges of the internationalization for the Mitrovica region agribusiness sector

· Projecting future trends in the international agribusiness markets

Main points of discussion and conclusions from the panel session:

· Consequences of the market liberalization for the Mitrovica region agribusiness sector (CEFTA, EU) were discussed. Market becomes larger, competition stronger, market requirements more strict. Reputation of Kosovo harms the market positioning. Marketing activities must be undertaken in order to address that issue.
· Requirements of the global markets were determined: high quality standards, increased productivity and therefore reduced cost. Thus, the private sector should create a network with one voice and cooperate with the government rather than just criticizing; find a competitive advantage and reduce costs through economy of scale.
· Innovative ways of gaining competitive advantage in the global market were discussed. Using technology in every segment of the supply chain can create competitive advantage, increase quality and reduce cost.
· Future trends in the international agribusiness markets were discussed – there is an increasing trend of people’s awareness of the quality and origin of food and its impact on human’s health. People are increasingly focused on healthy food from different parts of the world.
PANEL SESSION 2: Fundraising and Investment 
Objectives:

· Understanding the current situation in the Mitrovica region agribusiness sector regarding fundraising and investment opportunities

· Exchanging regional experience related to fundraising and investment 

· Understanding the support from the authorities in the area of fundraising and investment in the Mitrovica region
· Elaborating on a case study how could a donor-dependent organization become financially sustainable in the agribusiness

Main points of discussion and conclusions from the panel session:

· Current situation in the Mitrovica region agribusiness sector regarding fundraising and investment opportunities was discussed. Conclusion was that funds were available, but the absorption capacity was limited. There are issues with the legal ownership of the land, since a substantial part of the land is entitled to dead ancestors. Funds from the national government and banks are also available, under certain criteria. Information about available funds is not well spread; the Chamber of Commerce can be one of the main players in spreading the info.
· Regional/international experience related to fundraising and investment was exchanged. Only 50% of the available funds were used in Croatia in the pre-accession period. In order to increase the absorption capacity Croatian Network for Rural Development was created. Environmental requirements are part of the pre-accession negotiations, which Croatia had to comply with. 
· Support from the authorities in the area of fundraising and investment in the Mitrovica region was discussed.  The available funds from the national government are gradually increasing, but they follow strict criteria aligned with the EU standards. The capacity of the national institutions related to granting funds is limited since the funds are increasing, but the number of staff remains the same. Another issue is the annual budgeting, so that all activities for which farmers are granted funds must be completed within one year, which in many cases is not possible. The low level of education of the farmers is another important factor that impacts the low absorption capacity of the available funds. 
· Case study on how donor’s support triggered company’s growth was elaborated. Pestova company is an example of a committed management which acquired support from foreign donors and thus grew 20 times. 
ROUND TABLE 1: Mitrovica Region and Beyond: CEFTA and International Agribusiness Potentials and Challenges
The moderator, Ms. Mihone Kerolli, opened the round table by introducing the main points of discussion and conclusions from the panel session: CEFTA and International Agribusiness Potentials and Challenges, as a basis for the round table discussion.
The following conclusions came out of the round table session:

· CEFTA is intended to stimulate trade of domestic products but due to market liberalization, there are many opportunities and threats that impact opportunities within the relatively small market. 

· The positioning of Kosovo as a small developing country in the global market: As a small developing country in the Balkan region, Kosovo has to distinguish itself as a competitive player in the global market, and present itself in a positive manner. This includes adopting international quality standards and seeking certification that guarantees adherence to safety standards.  
· Finding a competitive advantage: Business owners in Kosovo need to identify what is unique about the product/service they are offering to potential investors and consumers. “Niche” products that serve a specific need or demand from consumers in the global market are 
· Forming a national network: Given the relatively small number of local agribusinesses in Kosovo, forming a national network is critical so that common interests and lobbying efforts could be combined to have greater impact on policy makers.
· Global demand for specialty products is increasing, and this is an opportunity for businesses to tap into the need for niche products while helping to reshape the overall image of Kosovo as a country to do business and buy products.

Round Table 2: Fundraising and Investment 
The moderator, Mr. Zenel Bunjaku, opened the round table by introducing the main points of discussion and conclusions from the panel session: Fundraising and Investment, as a basis for the round table discussion.
The following conclusions came out of the round table session:

Fundraising opportunities in agribusiness in the region of Mitrovica.
Fundraising is restricted and it greatly depends on the donors. EC is one source with the following characteristics:
· 5 mil EUR annually for regional development, agribusiness being one part of the regional development

· Rural development funds, dedicated to milk, fruits and vegetables processing

· Collection of forest fruits and rural tourism – 1.5 mil EUR

· Funds for North Kosovo are available  – last call expired on 10.07.2014

Ministry of Agriculture grants funds divided into sectors and calls announced at beginning of every year. USAID, UNDP, GIZ also provide limited funds for agribusiness. Each donor has own criteria and strictest criteria are by EC. Applicants must fulfill all of the legal requirements in order to be eligible to apply. The Ministry of Agriculture sets up regional offices in order to help the applicants to fill-in applications, but there are also unofficial channels for preparing the applications.
Regional and EU experience in fundraising

Representatives from several countries from the region gave their experience with fundraising:

· Bosnia and Macedonia - very few companies have used the funds, due to:

· limited absorption capacity

· Eligibility

· Croatia - Specialized companies prepare the grant applications in order to increase their quality and chances to be approved.
· Slovenia - Agricultural consultancy network has been developed to work together with farmers in developing applications.
Absorption capacities for funds of the private sector

Of all applications received by the Ministry of Agriculture, 80% were completed by internationals and only 20% by locals. The Ministry of Agriculture is setting-up offices in every region to help farmers with the applications. One issue that reduces the absorption capacity is the requirement that the applications must be in English.

Round Table 3: Bio-energy 
The moderator, Mr. Riza Hajdari, opened the round table by giving a short introduction on the current situation with the bio-energy in the region of Mitrovica.

The following conclusions came out of the round table session:

The situation in Kosovo regarding bio-energy

There is a lack of studies for the potential of bio energy resources and low level of awareness about the benefits of the bio-energy. In addition, due to the small size of animal farms, manure is not used for energy production. 
The potential of bio-energy in Kosovo 
Due to the small agricultural area on one hand, and the high population density on the other hand, the needs for crops are high, which reduces the potential for bio-energy production. There is a potential for wood biomass, which is used as an energy resource, usually for heating, or furnaces, bakeries, greenhouses etc. Animal farms have are growing in size, which could improve the potential for using the manure for energy production.
